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FROM OUR RECTOR

Dear Friends in Christ,

I have recently been anticipating the upcoming season of Advent, the time in our liturgical year when we prepare ourselves for
the coming of Christ. We prepare ourselves for the birth of Jesus, the receiving of the Christ-child into our hearts and lives. We
prepare to receive God into our world through the Incarnation when the eternal Logos, the word of God, manifests in flesh and
blood. We also prepare for the second coming, the coming again of Christ when he will judge and renew our world. As |
mused about this year, | began thinking about how far we have strayed from the original intent of Advent and how far we have
fallen from the original blessing and celebration of Christmas. To me the Incarnation is an event that changed the world. God
breaking into the world as one of us sanctified all of creation and began the process of transformation and recreation that will
lead to the parousia. I couldn’t help wondering if we had lost that feeling, lost that power through the way we have secularized
and corrupted the original message of the celebration of the Incarnation. | wondered if the only change was that being made at
the cash register. | guess what I was struggling with was whether Christmas, the Incarnation, still has the power to change the
world. The answer | found, in the most obscure of places - an email, is that Christmas can [still] change the world. That in
spite of what we are given through the media the Spirit is moving in this world. | found this revolutionary message of hope in a
conspiracy. Now this is not some conspiracy story involving black CIA helicopters and bar-coded money, this is a conspiracy
that focuses on how the story of Christ's birth is truly a story of promise, hope, and of a revolutionary love that is available to
bring meaning to our lives today. So let me share with you the words of the Advent Conspiracy.

“So, what happened? What was once a time to celebrate the birth of a savior has somehow turned into a season of stress, traffic
jams, and shopping lists.

And when it's all over, many of us are left with presents to return, looming debt that will take months to pay off, and this empty
feeling of missed purpose. Is this what we really want out of Christmas?

What if Christmas became a world-changing event again?

Welcome to Advent Conspiracy.” This conspiracy involves 4 components, they are: worship fully, spend less, give more and
love all.

“IWorship Fully]
It starts with Jesus. It ends with Jesus. This is the holistic approach God had in mind for Christmas. It’s a season where we are

called to put down our burdens and lift a song up to our God. It’s a season where love wins, peace reigns, and a king is
celebrated with each breath. It’s the party of the year; entering the story of Advent means entering this season with an
overwhelming passion to worship Jesus to the fullest.

[Spend Less]

Before you think we’re getting all Scrooge on you, let us explain what we mean. We like gifts. Our kids really like gifts. But
consider this: America spends an average of $450 billion a year every Christmas. How often have you spent money on
Christmas presents for no other reason than obligation? How many times have you received a gift out of that same obligation?
Thanks, but no thanks, right? We’re asking people to consider buying ONE LESS GIFT this Christmas. Just one. Sounds
insignificant, yet many who have taken this small sacrifice have experienced something nothing less than a miracle: They have
been more available to celebrate Christ during the Advent season.

[Give More]

God’s gift to us was a relationship built on love. So it’s no wonder why we’re drawn to the idea that Christmas should be a time
to love our friends and family in the most memorable ways possible. Time is the real gift Christmas offers us, and no matter
how hard we look, it can’t be found at the mall; time to make a gift that turns into the next family heirloom, time to write mom a
letter, time to take the kids sledding, time to bake really good cookies and sing really bad Christmas carols, time to make love
visible through relational giving. Sounds a lot better than getting a sweater two sizes too big, right?

[Love All]

When Jesus loved, he loved in ways never imagined. Though rich, he became poor to love the poor, the forgotten, the
overlooked and the sick. He played to the margins. By spending less at Christmas we have the opportunity to join Him in giving
resources to those who need help the most. When Advent Conspiracy first began, four churches challenged this simple concept
to its congregations. The result raised more than a half million dollars to aid those in need. One less gift, one unbelievable
present in the name of Christ.”



I’d like to challenge us this Advent. The biggest cause of death among men, women and children in the world is lack of access
to clean drinking water. If you’re willing to take a moment and take a chance that we can change the world then send me an e-
mail at rector.christ-church@verizon.net and say “Yes Fr. Chris, I’'m in on the Advent Conspiracy”. Join me in worshiping
fully, spending less, giving more and loving all by reducing our Christmas spending and giving a portion of what we would
have spent to help provide clean drinking water for needy families throughout the world. Each $100 can provide clean water to
a family for a generation.

Outreach — Living Supplies Closet in September served 105 (270 family members). Navajoland meeting in November.
Christmas in Box — 11/7/09 at 9:30 am service, to be distributed.
Stewardship — Kick off/letter writing reviewed. Letters mailed. Year Round Stewardship workshop 11/21/09 from 9 am
to 3 pm with The Rev. David Gordon — vestry, finance & stewardship committees to attend.
Property — Blessing of handicap-accessible bathroom on Sunday. Nave lighting being looked into by Walter.
Discussion regarding budget deficit, including what other churches are doing when facing this problem. Should the vestry
develop a 3-year plan to cut our current deficit? Ways to do this were discussed. Purchasing policy was approved.
Treasurer’s report: +$5,800 from Cabaret and $1,000 for stained glass to Escrow; -$7,000 for bill payment from
Investment. The $33,000 deficit still accruing; 75% of year gone and 70.3% of budget spent; but behind in
apportionment.
